Designed to foster meaningful connection—with the
land, local guides, and fellow participants—the experience concludes at a rustic outpost with a hearty,
freshly prepared BBQ lunch, offering time to relax, reflect, and enjoy great food and conversation in
the quiet beauty of the countryside.

We ask that all drivers
have previous experience in driving off-road machines of similar type.

Enjoy a guided two-hour canoe journey along the gentle current of the South Thompson River. The
tour will begin with a meaningful tobacco feeding ceremony to acknowledge the land and waters
you are about to travel. Led by an Indigenous guide and knowledge keeper, participants will learn
about the history and cultural connection of the Secwépemc (Shuswap) people to the river. Prior to
launching, guests will receive water safety guidance and basic paddle instruction to ensure a
comfortable and enjoyable experience on the water. Participants will take in the surrounding
landscapes and views of Kamloops, while canoe guides share stories of the land and river, along
with traditional songs passed down through generations. The journey offers a unique opportunity
to connect with the water, the land, and one another.
